CONSTANCE A. FLANAGAN

Professor CONSTANCE A. FLANAGAN (f. 1948) ir professor i Youth Civic De-
velopment vid Pennsylvania State University, USA sedan 2001. Hon disputerade
1987 vid University of Michigan, USA. Talrika publikationer i ledande internatio-
nella tidskrifter under flera drtionden har gjort henne till en virldsledande forskare
inom utvecklingspsykologi med sirskild inriktning mot politisk psykologi. Hon
tillhér de fa som i empirisk forskning utvecklat savil psykologiska som statsveten-
skapliga teorier och begrepp. Hon har gjort teoretiska och metodologiska pionjar-
arbeten kring ungas samhillsengagemang och aktivism. I forskningsprogrammet
“Adolescents and the social contract,” analyserar hon faktorer i familjer, skola och
lokalsamhillen som forstarker medborgarvirden och politisk kompetens hos unga
minniskor. Inom ramen fér en sjunationsstudie har hon studerat "rdttvisa” bland
ungdomar med olika etniska bakgrund. Bland hennes aktuella projekt aterfinns en
longitudinell studie om kamratlojalitet och socialt ansvar.

Professor Flanagan har ocksd deltagit i samverkansprojekt med olika ideella
och statliga organ kring bland annat skola och samhillsengagemang. Ar 2007 var
hon ridgivare at Virldsbanken i samband med utgivningen av World Development
Report ”Youth in the Developing World”. Professor Flanagan tillh6r den interna-
tionella forskargruppen vid YeS — Youth 8 Society — vid Orebro universitet. Hen-
nes flervetenskapliga teoretiska kunskaper och metodologiska erfarenheter utgdr
en tillgdng for forskningsprogrammet och dess internationella genomslagskraft.
Dirfér dr det med stor glidje som fakulteten f6r humaniora och socialvetenskap
vilkomnar Constance Flanagan som hedersdoktor vid Orebro universitet.

Professor CONSTANCE A. FLANAGAN (born 1948) is Professor in Youth Civic
Development at Pennsylvania State University, USA, since 2001. She received her
doctorate in 1987 at University of Michigan, USA. Numerous publications during
a couple of decades have made her a world leading researcher in development psy-
chology with particular expertise into political psychology.

She belongs to the few who has developed psychological as well as political
science theories and concepts in empirical research. She has presented theoretical
and methodological pioneering works on young people’s civic engagement and ac-
tivism by crossing the border between psychology and political science. Within the
research programme “Adolescents and social contract”, she analyses such factors
in families, school and local communities that promote civic values and political
competence among young people. In a seven-nation-study she has studied “justice”
among youth from various ethnical backgrounds. Among her current project there
are among all a longitudinal study on comrade loyalty.

Professor Flanagan has also participated in several collaborative projects
together with various non-profit and governmental organisations dealing with
schooling and civic engagement. In 2007 she served as adviser at the World Bank
and its publishing of the World Development Report “Youth in the Developing
World”. Professor Flanagan is a member of the international board at Yes - Young
& Society. Her multidisciplinary theoretical and methodological experiences con-
stitute a profound asset of the research programme. Orebro University is proud to
welcome Constance Flanagan as Honorary Doctor.
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
